Classroom Environment—Planning/Preparation—Instructional Delivery—Professionalism

Planning/Preparation—Key elements of the establishment and implementation of effective planning and preparation skills are successfully implemented.  Components are listed below:

· Demonstrating Knowledge of Content Pedagogy—the teacher demonstrates solid understanding of the content and its prerequisite relationships and connections with other disciplines.  Instructional practices reflect current pedagogical knowledge.  

· Demonstrating Knowledge of Students—planning for instruction includes the knowledge of students’ backgrounds, skills, and interests.  

· Selecting Instructional Goals—the teacher’s goals represent valuable learning and are suitable for most students in the class; they reflect opportunities for integration and permit viable methods of assessment.

· Demonstrating Knowledge of Resources—the teacher is fully aware of school and district resources available for teaching, and knows how to gain access to school and district resources for students who need them.

· Designing Coherent Instruction—Elements of the instructional design support the stated instructional goals and engage students in meaningful learning and the lesson or unit has a clearly defined structure.

· Assessing Student Learning—The teacher’s plan for student assessment is aligned with the instructional goals, containing clear assessment criteria and standards that are not only understood by students but also show evidence of student participation in their development.  Teacher’s students monitor their own progress in achieving the goals.  
Evaluation of Today’s Experience:

I observed Mr. Conklin teach a lesson about Willa Cather’s short story, “Neighbor Rosicky” to a group of six vocational-technical students enrolled in 10th grade English at Blue Mountain Area High School on January 31, 2013 from 10:24 AM to 11:08 AM.


Mr. Conklin began the lesson by reading an introductory summary on “character” and “characterization” from the literature textbook.  At times, Mr. Conklin stopped reading and elaborated on a passage.  He explained to the students the difference between flat and round characters in a story, as well as the differences between direct and indirect characterizations.

Mr. Conklin provided the students with a sheet of paper and explained that the students would develop a “character web” on the paper.  The students were instructed to write their name at the top of the paper and then to write the name of the story, “Neighbor Rosicky”, in the center of the paper.  Mr. Conklin explained that the names of the characters in the story, as well as the traits exhibited by the characters, would be written around the story title on the paper.

Mr. Conklin had the students take turns reading sections of the short story.  Mr. Conklin also took a few turns reading sections of the story.  Mr. Conklin asked the students to explain to him, in their own words, what had just been read to insure the students were paying attention and comprehending what was being read.  Mr. Conklin pointed out instances of literary devices (foreshadowing, alliteration, etc.) and also called attention to instances of characterization as the story was read.  Mr. Conklin also asked the students to explain what each passage said about the characters in the story and asked why such characterization was important.

Mr. Conklin demonstrated on the blackboard how the character map was to b developed and the students follow his lead by completing the character map on their paper.  Mr. Conklin reminded the students that the character map would help them visualize the traits of each character after they have completed reading the story.  Mr. Conklin continued to work with his students to the very end of the class period.
Post-Observation Conference:

I met briefly with Mr. Conklin at the conclusion of the class period and expressed my satisfaction with his performance.  I told Mr. Conklin that I saw no issues with the lesson he presented today, with his journal entries, with his time sheet or with his lesson plans.
