Classroom Environment—Planning/Preparation—Instructional Delivery—Professionalism

Planning/Preparation—Key elements of the establishment and implementation of effective planning and preparation skills are successfully implemented.  Components are listed below:

· Demonstrating Knowledge of Content Pedagogy—the teacher demonstrates solid understanding of the content and its prerequisite relationships and connections with other disciplines.  Instructional practices reflect current pedagogical knowledge.  

· Demonstrating Knowledge of Students—planning for instruction includes the knowledge of students’ backgrounds, skills, and interests.  

· Selecting Instructional Goals—the teacher’s goals represent valuable learning and are suitable for most students in the class; they reflect opportunities for integration and permit viable methods of assessment.

· Demonstrating Knowledge of Resources—the teacher is fully aware of school and district resources available for teaching, and knows how to gain access to school and district resources for students who need them.

· Designing Coherent Instruction—Elements of the instructional design support the stated instructional goals and engage students in meaningful learning and the lesson or unit has a clearly defined structure.

· Assessing Student Learning—The teacher’s plan for student assessment is aligned with the instructional goals, containing clear assessment criteria and standards that are not only understood by students but also show evidence of student participation in their development.  Teacher’s students monitor their own progress in achieving the goals.  
Evaluation of Today’s Experience:

I observed Mr. Conklin teach an introduction to poetry lesson to a group of twenty-five students enrolled in an 11th and 12th grade Creative Writing class at Blue Mountain Area High School on March 20, 2013 from 11:11 AM to 11:53 AM.


Mr. Conklin engaged his students in friendly discussion as they entered the classroom and took their seats.  Shortly after the late bell rang, Mr. Conklin effectively obtained the attention of all his students and proceeded to explain his plan for the class period.  Mr. Conklin projected a writing prompt on the screen at the front of the classroom and instructed his students to spend approximately five minutes writing a response to the prompt in their writing notebook.  After about five to six minutes, Mr. Conklin asked if any student would be willing to share his/her response to the writing prompt.  A few students took the opportunity to share what they had written.  The shared responses were well written and entertaining.  The students appeared to enjoy sharing their work and the class as a whole enjoyed listening to their comrade’s responses.  Mr. Shoupe, who remained in the classroom during this observation, shared his response with the class, as did Mr. Conklin.


Mr. Conklin continued with a lesson on the basic elements of poetry using a PowerPoint presentation projected onto a screen at the front of the classroom.  Mr. Conklin reviewed a few poetry terms discussed the previous day and added a few new terms.  While the PowerPoint presentation helped focus the students’ attention on specific poetry terms, such as metaphor, simile, conceit, cliché, idioms, density and intensity, and sensory appeal, Mr. Conklin engaged his students in a discussion of the purpose of each aspect and also called on students to give examples of each aspect discussed.  Mr. Conklin extensively engaged his students in discussions on why each aspect of poetry was vital to poetry as genera and also how each aspect of poetry affected the reader.

Mr. Conklin was well prepared for today’s lesson.  He demonstrated a clear “teacher presence” during the delivery of the lesson.  He appeared to be very comfortable in the position of instructor and had the full attention of his students.  Mr. Conklin’s presentation appeared to be more of a conversation or discussion with his students and the students were actively involved in the discussion with Mr. Conklin.  This was a very well prepared and very well executed lesson.

Post-Observation Conference:  I expressed my satisfaction with Mr. Conklin’s transition to his new teaching assignment.  I noted that Mr. Conklin was very much at ease with the class and was quick to get the class’s attention at the beginning of the class period.  I noted that Mr. Conklin maintained complete control of the classroom from start to finish.  I noted that Mr. Conklin has developed a very nice “teacher presence” and that he is very much in charge of the classroom.  I noted that Mr. Conklin seems to be very much at ease in his new placement and has a very nice, professional rapport with his students.
