Classroom Environment—Planning/Preparation—Instructional Delivery—Professionalism

Professional Responsibility— this is certainly a critical element of our profession.  Components are listed below:

· Reflecting on Teaching—the teacher’s reflection on the lesson is highly accurate and perceptive, citing specific examples.  Teacher draws on an extensive repertoire to suggest alternative strategies.

· Maintaining Accurate Records—the teacher’s system for maintaining accurate records is efficient and effective, and students contribute to its maintenance.

· Communicating with Families—the teacher communicates frequently and sensitively with families and successfully engages them in the instructional program; students participate in communicating with families.

· Contributing to the School and District—the teacher makes a substantial contribution to school and district events and projects, assuming leadership with colleagues.

· Growing and Developing Professionally—the teacher makes a substantial contribution to the profession through such activities as action research and mentoring new teachers, and actively pursues professional development.

· Showing Professionalism—the teacher assumes a leadership position in ensuring that school practices and procedures ensure that all students, particularly those traditionally underserved, are honored in the school.

Evaluation of Today’s Experience:

I observed Mr. Conklin teach a lesson about Harper Lee’s “To Kill A Mockingbird” to a group of thirteen students enrolled in an 11th grade Basic English 3 class at Blue Mountain Area High School on April 5, 2013 from 10:24 AM to 11:08 AM.


Mr. Conklin began by reminding the students that they had read “To Kill a Mockingbird” up to page 39 during the previous few days.  Therefore, the class would pick up reading at page 39.  Before reading, Mr. Conklin reviewed what had been read the previous day.  Mr. Conklin questioned the students about what had been previously read and also reminded students of aspects of the story read thus far.  Then, Mr. Conklin began reading from the story.  After reading a short section of text, Mr. Conklin stopped reading and asked questions about what he had just read to ascertain if the students 1) were paying attention and 2) comprehended what had been read.  Mr. Conklin also asked the students to interpret sections of material read to ascertain if the students understood the nuances of the author’s written word.  Mr. Conklin continued this practice of reading short sections of the text followed by a question and answer session about what he had read until he completed Chapter 3 of the text.


Mr. Conklin provided each student with a sheet of paper on which was printed a series of questions about each chapter of the story read thus far.  Mr. Conklin explained that he wanted the students to read each question pertaining to chapters one through three.  The students were to find an answer to each question in the reading material.  Students were to not only copy a response to the question from the reading material, but were to be prepared to explain their answers or discuss their answers when called upon to do so using the context of the story.  Mr. Conklin gave the students a few minutes to work on the questions associated with the first three chapters of “To Kill a Mockingbird”.  At one point, he gave the students reference pages from the text that could be used to help them answer a few of the questions.  In terms of an example, the questions associated with the first chapter of the story asked the students to find examples of occurrences or instances that reflected the attitudes and beliefs of the community’s inhabitants.


Mr. Conklin reviewed the questions for the first three chapters.  He called on students to give answers to the questions, citing the page numbers where they found their answers.  Mr. Conklin discussed the answers with the students and expanded on the answers to ensure students had a firm understanding of the material they had read.


After reviewing the answers to all the questions, Mr. Conklin collected the papers.  He explained that he would provide additional questions for each chapter the class read and that the papers would be kept together thus forming a study guide for the story, “To Kill a Mockingbird”.  Mr. Conklin ended the class period by informing the students that they would begin reading chapter 4 of “To Kill a Mockingbird” on Monday.
Post-Observation Conference:

I asked Mr. Conklin how his placement with Mr. Shoupe was progressing and he responded that all was going quite well.  We discussed the frequent late starts and early dismissals during the previous weeks due to weather conditions and the spring break and the affects of the shortened teaching periods on instruction.  Mr. Conklin, prior to the start of today’s observation, provided this observer with copies of his lesson plans, his reflective journal and his time sheets.

Samples of Students’ Work:  I observed students completing the list of questions provided by Mr. Conklin which will eventually be used as a study guide for Harper Lee’s “To Kill a Mockingbird”.
Student Teacher Comments:  Mr. Conklin expressed satisfaction with his current student teaching placement.  Mr. Conklin did not express any concerns.  Mr. Conklin gave an explanation for his time sheets not being up to date and indicated that they would be brought up to date in the very near future.
Cooperating Teacher Comments:  Mr. Shoupe expressed satisfaction with Mr. Conklin’s performance to date.  Mr. Shoupe stated that he had no concerns relative to Mr. Conklin’s preparation or planning or with the delivery of his lessons.  Mr. Shoupe expressed hope that Mr. Conklin will be able to “relax” a bit more while teaching and allow a bit more of his personality to show through to the students.  Mr. Shoupe indicated that Mr. Conklin is most at ease when teaching the Creative Writing class and that he, Mr. Shoupe, hopes Mr. Conklin, by the end of this placement, will be just as much at ease with all of his classes.  Again, in terms of all aspects of professional performance, Mr. Shoupe is totally satisfied with Mr. Conklin’s performance at this point in time.
